Please note that the above named patient did not pass two or more independent hearing screens.  It is important for you to assure that this baby receives the appropriate follow-up by the time the infant is three months of age.

We strongly recommend that you make a referral within the next month to an audiologist experienced in performing diagnostic evaluations for newborns and infants.  If you are not aware of an audiologist who can perform this necessary testing please contact the hospital of birth for a referral. 

In order to assure that this child is not lost to follow-up, a Pennsylvania Department of Health staff member will contact your office within the next month if confirmation of testing is not received from either your office or the audiologist performing the diagnostic evaluation. 

In addition, please note the enclosed information regarding an internet CME activity on identifying and treating early hearing loss. The Pennsylvania Chapter, American Academy of Pediatrics and the University of Pittsburgh developed this program with funding from the Pennsylvania Department of Health. The activity provides 2 hours of CME at no charge and is presented in short, interactive vignettes with feedback from experts in the field. 

Please take the time today to make the appropriate referral for this child.
