Dear Ms. MotherFirst MotherLast:

The Pennsylvania Department of Health's Newborn Screening Program recently received the results of the hearing screening test that was done on your baby soon after birth. Your baby did not pass the initial screening. Since the initial hearing screening results are not always certain, your baby needs a follow-up rescreening to see if further diagnostic testing for hearing loss is needed. This test should be done as soon as possible. Your baby will have the best chance to learn to talk and communicate if any hearing loss is found and treated by the age of 6 months.

Please contact your baby's family doctor to help you make an appointment for the follow-up rescreening.

Registered Nurses staffed by the Department of Health, follow all newborns throughout the State who do not pass their hearing exams. We care about the health and development of your infant, and want you to have the information necessary to follow-up on your baby's hearing.
